If you are an external user, to access Powerco Mapping all the software that is 
needed is a web browser. Internet Explorer 6.0 or 7.0 and Firefox 1.5 or 2.0 are 
supported.

The 
top left button hides or displays the Table of Contents and the top right button hides 
or displays the Query Panel, thus allowing more data to be shown in the Map 
Display.  
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
